Laws of the game

The Laws of the game do not specify any player positions other than goalkeeper, but a number
of player specializations have evolved. Broadly, these include three main categories: strikers, or
forwards, whose main task is to score goals; defenders, who specialize in preventing their
opponents from scoring; and midfielders, who dispossess the opposition and keep possession of
the ball in order to pass it to the forwards; players in these positions are referred to as outfield
players, in order to — discern them from the single goalkeeper. For example, there are central
defenders, and left and right midfielders.
