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If + past simple, would + infinitive without to sacall

If I had more money , | would buy a new house.
If she knew the answer, she would tell us.

Negative form

If we lived in Russia, we wouldn’t soon learn Russian.
If I didn’t have so many debts, | wouldn’t have to work so hard.

Question form

What would you do if you had a year off ?
Which countries would you go to if you travelled round the world ?

Short answer guestion

Would you travel around the world ?  yes, | would / no, | wouldn’t

If they had money, would they buy a new car ? yes, they would / no,
they wouldn’t

The model verb ( might)
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Might + infinitive

| might go to the library.



It might not rain tomorrow.

Question form

In this form we can not use might because it is unusual , instead we use
Do you think
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Do you think you will get here on time ? | might get here on time

Do you think it will rain ? it might rain.
