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When | get home. This is meaning less

Another examples :

As soon as | hear from you, | will get back.

Wait here until | get back.

The following conjunctions introduce the secondary clause :

When, while, as soon as, after , before, until
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2 - First conditional 4 &) dlaal)

If + present simple, will + infinitive -: 2=4ll

If I work hard, | will pass the exam.



If she has enough money, she will buy a new house.
negative :-

If we don’t hurry up , we won’t be late. won’t = will not
If you are late, | won’t wait for you.

Where will she go if she cant find a job ?
