	8. Course objectives: 
1. Training students on the correct pronunciation of letters and words in the English language
2. Introducing students to English sounds, their types, characteristics, and how to pronounce them separately and then connected into words and sentences.
3. Enabling students to understand the phonetic aspects by linking words to the things they denote, then linking things to context, and linking context to expression in simple and learned language.
4. Teaching students the correct pronunciation of sounds, words, and sentences as native English speakers do.
5. Explain the phonetic characteristics of the English language as a foreign language, which are related to words and sentences Study different passages with a detailed study of the vocabulary of each passage, especially difficult vocabulary and how to use that vocabulary in sentences

	

	9. Course outcomes and teaching, learning and evaluation methods.


	A- Cognitive objectives
1. Revealing the mechanism of producing sounds in the English language specifically, because part of this relates to knowing the organs of speech and their functions, especially the larynx and the cartilages that make up it and the throat cavity, and explaining their role in producing linguistic sounds.
2. Giving a more precise definition of the articulation of sounds in the English language, which may differ somewhat from their articulation in the mother tongue.
3. Giving a more precise definition of the characteristics of the correct letters, their vowels, their description, similarities in pronunciation, and distinction between them.
